A Tribute to our Educators

should be most grateful, since it takes a good 
dose of each to succeed in that profession.

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Safety Advisory

A resident wrote in to tell RCA about reports of 
individuals going door to door asking homeown-
ers if they were interested in a security system 
and then targeting those residents for break in 
when told they didn't have one or weren't inter-
ested in one. Although we have no way of verify-
ing this, we suggest caution whenever encoun-
tering door to door solicitors. Sacramento County  
code requires most door to door solicitors to 
have a permit to solicit (with certain exceptions 
such as Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Little League, 
charitable organizations and certain other or-
ganizations. For a complete list go to 
http://qcode.us/codes/sacramentocounty/). Ask 
to see their solicitors permit. While many com-
panies that solicit sales at people's homes are 
legitimate, some are not. Several scams include 
security system solicitation by unlicensed opera-
tors casing homes, unlicensed contractors offer-
ing home repair services, unlicensed pest control 
companies stating they work in your neighbor-
hood and claiming that your home may be in-
fested and fraudulent charitable organizations.

Here are some tips:

! Ask to see the sales-
person's solicitor's li-
cense. The license will 
usually be issued by Sac-
ramento County and 
should be in the name of 
the person at your doorstep.

! Be very cautious about letting 
the salesperson into your home. 
A person who claims he or she is a salesper-
son may really be someone intending to bur-
glarize your home or commit another crime. It 
is not unusual for the solicitor to ask to use 
your restroom; we recommend you say no! 
What may happen is that once in the home, 
the salesperson often refuses to leave. Resi-
dents should immediately threaten to call the 
Sacramento Sheriff's Department. If the solici-
tor still refuses to leave, call 911.

! Do not allow the salesperson to make calls 
from your home. Many of the residents have 
reported that the salesperson has attempted to 

enter the home by the request to use their 
telephone.

! Take your time. Don't buy on the spot. It's best 
to do some comparison shopping Þrst. A repu-
table salesperson will be willing to come back 
after you have done your comparison of prices 
and quality.

! If you do make a purchase, please always 
make checks payable to the company not to 
the individual. Be cautious about giving out 
your credit card information on sales orders. 
Ensure that the company is a valid company to 
protect yourself from credit card or identity 
theft fraud.

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Rosemont Community Foundation News

As reported earlier this year, the RCA Board cre-
ated the Rosemont Community Foundation to 
assist it in the work of enhancing the Rosemont 
community for the beneÞt of all our residents and 
businesses. RCF is a tax exempt organization 
and all donations to it may qualify as tax deduc-
tions, unlike dues or contributions to RCA. To 
assure close coordination between the two enti-
ties, the RCA Board appoints the members of the 
RCF board.

Over the past few months, the RCF board has 
come together and begun to develop a work 
program. The Board now includes a full contin-
gent of seven members. OfÞcers are: Gary 
Vorce, President, Dee Gavaldon, Secretary, and 
Terry Dugan, Treasurer; all three are also mem-
bers of the RCA Board. Also on the RCF Board 
are Kathleen Curry, Manager of the Rosemont 
branch of Chase Bank; Chris Gosney, Student 
Activities Director at Rosemont High; Josh 
Leachman, Project Manager, Stonebridge Prop-
erties, LLC, a unit of Teichert Company; and 
Donald Terry, Member of the SCUSD Board and 
Community Relations OfÞcer with Wells Fargo 
Bank. This group represents a wide scope of ex-
perience and contacts that should serve the 
Foundation well as gets established.

Presently, RCF is working with the RCA on plans 
to create a greater sense of community identity 
and pride in Rosemont. Projects include im-
provements along Kiefer, which is effectively 
Rosemont!s Òmain street;Ó outreach to local busi-
nesses to engage them in helping identify steps 
that can improve the business climate in the 
community; and improvements that will provide a 
greater degree of ÒbrandingÓ for Rosemont. 
Working with RCA and the principals of all the 
schools in Rosemont, RCF is also exploring 
ways to engage our local youth in projects that 
will help them gain a better sense of community 
and civic responsibility. If you have ideas about 
things that might be done to make Rosemont a 
more appealing place to live and work, please 
get them to either RCA or RCF.
